Introduction

The Certified Pervasive Integration Technician exam was developed using a proven industry
methodology, which utilized the knowledge of Pervasive subject matter experts and resulted in a
technical exam designed for a specific job-role requirement.

The exam questions are challenging and specifically geared to test the technical abilities and
knowledge of a technician who develops and supports Integration Processes, Maps and relevant
Schema files using the latest release of the Integration platform including the development
environment and engine. Passing clearly indicates a level of competency that can differentiate
individuals, as well as their companies, in the marketplace.

Certification is an ongoing initiative driven by Pervasive’s commitment to the value of
certification and by feedback from its network of partners and direct end-users.

We strongly encourage our users to provide feedback on the tests. An edit box is available on
each screen that allows this.

Job Role Description

Thejob role of a Certified Pervasive | ntegration Technician (CPIT) is defined as:

A Certified Pervasive Integration Technician is a consultant, an individual employed by a
corporate enterprise, value-added reseller, independent software vendor, systems integrator or
Pervasive OEM partner who is capable of performing basic installation and configuration of Data
Integrator or Business Integrator software.

This individual must be able to develop basic to intermediate specification files consisting of
Process, Map, and Schema designs that transform data from various databases and formats into
another and deploy those specifications to the integration engine for execution. This individual
must also be able to perform basic to intermediate troubleshooting and support using log files and
various techniques available within the Map and Process Designers.

The Certified Pervasive Integration Technician is expected to work with assistance from peers,
documentation and vendor support services and be able to effectively communicate concepts,
techniques and trouble-shooting information to colleagues and customers pertaining to the use of
the integration software.

It is assumed that the individuals who take this test will have knowledge of and skills in the
following objectives. Some general references to Pervasive documentation have been provided.
These documentation references are not intended to imply coverage of all tasks and objectives.

CPIT Certification Test Objectives

The Certified Pervasive Integration Technician test will address the categories and topics that
follow. Certification candidates will be required to demonstrate proficiency in this test by
answering questions that evaluate their knowledge of facts, concepts and processes that are
required to complete the tasks normally undertaken in each respective topic.

The complete test item pool consists of 346 questions. The test taker will be presented a randomly
generated list of 120 questions taken from this pool. The following categories and topics
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comprise the test and the percentages show the distribution of possible questions from each.
Remember, this is the percentage of the total question pool and not necessarily what will be
presented on your test. All questions are multiple choice and True/False.

Time Allotted, Passing Percentage and Retakes

The test taker will be given 2 hours to complete the exam. Because there are 120 questions, this
means you will have an average of 1 minute per question. Be mindful of the elapsed time after
you begin taking the test.

You must answer 70% of the test questions correctly in order to pass the exam and receive your
credentials. You will be notified immediately if you have passed or failed. Pervasive will forward
your credentials package within two to three weeks afterwards. This will allow us to update our
records and contact your account manager with the information. If you provide your boss’s name
and email address we will contact him or her to inform them of your success also.

Should you not pass the test on your first attempt, you will be given another chance to do so. A
total of 14 calendar days must pass before you can log in to retake the exam.
